Qualifications: Minimum requirement — Lifesaving Society Assistant Instructor certification, Bronze Cross.

Swim Instructor: Instruct assigned classes in accordance to the governing body’s (Lifesaving Society) standards
and the Township of Centre Wellington expectations. Represents the Township of Centre Wellington in

a consistent, positive manner, through ownership of program, facility and meeting customer

service expectations.

Qualifications: Minimum requirement — National Lifeguard or Lifesaving Society Swim instructor, Standard First
Aid, CPR “C” all current within 2 years.

Lifeguard: Maintain and enforce high safety standards at all times. Lifeguard as requested and assume all
responsibilities of a guard. Represents the Township of Centre Wellington in a consistent, positive manner,
through ownership of programs, facility and meeting customer service expectations.

Qualifications: Minimum requirement — National Lifeguard, Standard First Aid, CPR “C” all current within 2
years.

Aquafit Instructor: Instruct assigned classes in accordance to the governing body’s (WaterArt, CALA standards
and the Township of Centre Wellington expectations. Represents the Township of Centre Wellington in

a consistent, positive manner, through ownership of program, facility and meeting customer

service expectations.

Qualifications: Minimum requirement — Aquafit Certification from a Nationally recognized provider (ie
WaterArt, CALA, YMCA) current within 2 years.
